ÅFBI seizedmore than 600 boxes of FultonCountyôs2020 
ballots and election records in a federal investigation.

ÅElection experts testified that key allegations were not 
consistent with standard election procedures.

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HB 369 : Nonpartisan Elections for County Offices

ÅSummary: HB 369 was originally introduced as a bill related to food
trucks , but it was later amended and now focuses on local elections in 
Fulton, DeKalb, Clayton, Gwinnett, and Cobb Counties. Under the 
amended bill, certain county offices and district attorney positions in 
those counties would be elected on a nonpartisan basis instead of a 
partisan basis. Sheriffs and certain governing authorities would be 
exempt. If passed, the bill would take effect on January 1, 2028.

ÅWhy It Matters: This bill could reduce transparency for voters by 
removing party affiliation from ballots, making it harder for 
communities to understandcandidatesôpositions and hold elected 
officials accountable.

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SB 214
ÅSB214wouldôvecalled for a new voting system for all 159 counties 
in Georgia by 2028. Notably, a July 1, 2026, voting

deadline remains in place from a 2024 law, SB189, which mandates 
that the state no longer use QRcodes on its ballots for tabulation.

SB 568
ÅSB568 would have significantly alteredGeorgiaôsvoting system by 
limiting early voting locations, requiring a rapid shift to hand-marked 
ballots, and expanding voter list challenges, raising concerns about 
voter access,administrative burden, election security, and potential 
barriers to participation.
